Instructions for the global ethics course

After the documentary film task, the course will have two parts (that take place at the same time):

1) Lecture part, 3 lectures: these are common for all participants

2) Text seminar part: here the course is divided into two groups

a) D&IC master's programme students who are doing their obligatory course "Structures of global inequality", D&IC group = those who want to have their credits under the code DEVS205.

b) others, philosophy group, = all who are doing the "Ethics of Global Responsibility" course and want the credits under the code FILA510.

D&IC GROUP


You will have self-organizing reading group. This means that:

1. For each session, I have assigned a 'chair group' (4 persons). The persons of this chair group will a) introduce the session's texts (10–15 minutes, agree beforehands how you will share this task between the group members), and b) help to lead the discussion if the discussion does not start by itself.

2. For each session, all participants will still read the texts assigned!


The aim of the text seminar meetings is that you can discuss together with your coursemates about the texts. Together you can understand the content better and find new viewpoints, new ways to relate the material to what you have earlier learned and so on. These meetings will also help you to write your learning diary.

- Did you understand the basic arguments and concepts of the text? If not, discuss them.

- Was there something in the text that you disagreed with? Why?

- How does the text relate to the issues you have learned in other courses?

- How does the text relate to the issue of global inequality?

Learning diary (and passing the course)

At the minimum, your diary should cover the topics of 2 text seminar sessions (=4 chapters from Ravenhill) and 2 lectures.
