Course requirements include class attendance, field work and a written assignment
Class attendance: Attending lectures plus one seminar, listed below. 

Field Work: Two – four hours of volunteer work with immigrants. Information on the field work will be given on 12.2.2013 10-12. All the field work should be completed before you come to your small group discussion. Contact information on the different fieldwork possibilities are found in koppa.
Written Assignments: One reflective assignment specific to each group. All assignments will be handed in at the group discussion. They can be written in Finnish or in English.

1) Attending lectures plus one seminar. Dates and times found in Korppi.
2) Two – four hours of volunteer work with immigrants and a discussion on the field work.
Two hours of field work doing volunteer work with immigrants or Roma in Jyväskylä to be completed before you attend your seminar. Information on fieldwork placements are found in a separate document in koppa.
3) One reflective assignment for each group. These assignments will be explained in class. The materials to be used are found in koppa.
Sports Teachers:

a) Look at Section 7.18 in the PERUSOPETUKSEN OPETUSSUUNNITELMAN PERUSTEET 2004 (found in koppa). Go through the general goals for sports and identify the individual goals. Then write how you could realize each of these goals with a group of 7th graders.

b) A student who has just arrived from Congo is going to join your class. The rector gives you 2 hours to spend with him to “prep” him to take part in the sports classes. How would you use the time?

c) A student has just arrived from a Mid Eastern country and should take part in your sex education class next week. How would you prepare for the class?
