— IS subjected to the principle of free
movement of persons, goods and
services.

 Mainly connected to professional
sport




Rulings

Bosman 1995:

— Important decision on the free movement of
labour

— profound effect on the transfers of professione
sportsmen within the EU

o' Simutenkov 2005:
— Partnership agreement between Russia & EU

— Same conseguences than the Bosman ruling
but with non-EU countries that have
association agreement with the EU
